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Personnel from the Engineering and Support Center, Huntsville, participated in three Earth Day events 
the week of April 16.  On April 17, personnel teamed with students from the University of Alabama 
Huntsville’s Environmental Engineering Department to teach University Place Elementary School fourth-
graders about the Corps’ environmental program by participating in a mock environmental field exercise.
