Three office spaces installed new furniture and flooring and
repainted the walls with low VOC paints. Fort Lewis opened
its show room in 2007, but Fort Jackson went a step further
by making this a “working” showroom.

“That way people can see how that furniture will fit in to a
normal office setting” said Barbara Williams, Environmental
Engineer. Because this is a working showroom, potential buyers
can get feedback from office workers. “They can ask questions.
