The plan 
identifies environmental cleanup requirements at each site or area of concern (AOC), and proposes a comprehensive, 
installation-wide approach, along with the costs and schedules associated with conducting investigations and taking the 
necessary remedial actions (RA).   



In an effort to coordinate planning information between the restoration manager, the US Army Environmental Command 
(USAEC), the Soldier Systems Center (SSC), the Installation Management Command (IMCOM), the executing agencies, 
regulatory agencies, and the public, an IAP was completed. The IAP is used to track requirements, schedules, and budgets for 
all major Army installation cleanup programs.

Cleanup Program Summary

Installation Historic Activity

Since 1983, Natick Laboratory was one of two facilities (along with the US Army Belvoir Research, Development and Engineering
Center) under the US Army Troop Support Command. During 1992 Natick Laboratory was consolidated under US Army Aviation 
and Troop Command. In 1994 the Soldier Systems Command (SSCOM) was established. In 1998 the SSCOM merged with the 
Chemical and Biological Defense Command to form the Soldier and Biological Chemical Command. The Natick Site (SSC) 
currently includes Headquarters and Headquarters Detachment, the Natick Soldier Center, the Integrated Logistics Support 
Center, as well as Product Manager-Soldier Support. The command also has elements of the Project Manager-Soldier (PM- 
Soldier). The current mission of the SSC at Natick is to develop, integrate, acquire, and sustain Soldier and related support 
systems to modernize, balance, and improve the Soldier's war fighting capabilities, performance, and quality of life.



Natick Research, Development and Engineering Center (NRDEC) was officially established in 1953 as the Quartermaster 
Research and Development Center, a major US Army laboratory whose primary mission was the research and development of 
food, clothing, and personal and organizational equipment vital to the support of the individual combat Soldier. Prior to that time, 
particularly during World Wars I and II, research had been scattered at different facilities across the country under the 
Quartermaster Command.



Most of the 78-acre site on Lake Cochituate was donated by the town of Natick. The site was selected in part for its proximity to 
Boston, 20 miles away, and for its abundant and inexpensive water supply. Construction began in November 1952 and the 
facility, consisting of 10 reinforced concrete buildings, began operation in the summer of 1954.



The laboratory complex buildings, completed in 1954 and 1955, included five major research and administrative buildings:



- Building 1: the Administration Building (also known as the Headquarters Building);

- Building 2: the Climatic Chambers;

- Building 3: the Research Building;

- Building 4: the Development Building; and

- Building 5: the Technology Engineering Building.



Among the support buildings constructed were:

- Building 19, a boiler house;

- An enlisted men's barracks (expanded in 1978-1979);

- Building 8, the Hazardous Research Building, now a research and development building; and

- Building 7, the Laboratory Test Building.



Major additions to the original facility included the 1964 engineering building (Building 36). The environmental medicine building 
and the Navy research facility were built in 1990.



The Natick Center carries out research, development, testing and engineering in food and food service systems, shelters, clothing
systems, airdrop systems, and field service equipment to sustain and support combat Soldiers. 



Activities are housed in five prime directorates:

- Combat Feeding Directorate,

- Individual Protection Directorate,

- Airdrop/Aerial Delivery Directorate,

- Collective Protection Directorate and

- Supporting Science Directorate.



Responsibilities also include the development of specifications and standards for products and commodities with military 
applications.



In addition to the facilities mentioned above, the laboratory includes the Navy Clothing and Textile Research Facility (NCTRF). 
The NCTRF presently has a laboratory facility in Building 7, with Headquarters in Building 86. Established in 1967, the facility 
conducts research, design, and development of all protective clothing, dress uniforms, and utility garments worn by most Navy 
and Coast Guard personnel. The Coast Guard, Bureau of Engraving and Printing, and the US Army Research Institute of 
Environmental Medicine are additional tenant agencies located on the post.

IRP

Prior Year Progress: Groundwater treatment and semiannual groundwater monitoring continued. The restoration advisory 
board (RAB), which meets periodically, entered its 17th year. Sediment remediation was concluded in
accordance with the 2011 2011 Record of Decision (ROD). A groundwater ROD amendment was 
prepared to include NRDEC-11,16 and enhanced in situ bioremediation to the existing groundwater 
ROD. Two monitoring wells were converted to extraction wells.

Future Plan of Action: Operation of the groundwater treatment system will continue. Groundwater monitoring and update of 
the groundwater model also will continue. Public availability sessions and RAB meetings will continue.

Contamination Assessment Overview

Areas of contaminated soil have been identified and are being addressed via a series of removal actions that have been 
completed.



Groundwater in the T-25 Area (NRDEC-05) has been contained and treated since 1998 by a pump-and-treat system, in 
accordance with a ROD signed in 2001. Expansion of the groundwater treatment system to two other sites, NRDEC-11 and 
NRDEC-16, is complete, and groundwater in those areas is contained. A remedial optimization study to evaluate the 
effectiveness and feasibility of conducting limited in situ groundwater treatment is in progress in the T-25 area, and if successful 
may be expanded to other areas.



Three areas of lake sediment contaminated with PCB and PAH compounds have been identified at the three storm water outfalls.
A ROD for limited sediment removal was signed autumn 2009, and sediment removal and off-site disposal for NRDEC-10 was 
completed autumn 2010.

Cleanup Exit Strategy

A Hazard Ranking System (HRS) score of 28.5 or higher dictates inclusion on the National Priorities List (NPL). The USEPA 
proposed NRDEC for inclusion on the NPL after they scored 50 using HRS II, soliciting comments in the Federal Register. The 
Army sent comments to the proposed listing explaining why NRDEC should not be listed, but in the May 31, 1994 issue of the 
Federal Register, NRDEC was officially included on the NPL. NRDEC was placed on the NPL because of the groundwater 
contamination trichloroethylene(TCE) in the T-25 Area (NRDEC-05). The contamination has moved off-site. NRDEC currently 
shows levels of TCE above the maximum contaminant level (MCL) in off-post groundwater. A pump-and-treat system was 
installed in 1998 to control the movement and to clean up the TCE plume.



Sediment contaminated with polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB), pesticides, and polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAH) has been 
identified in Lake Cochituate at three locations. This contamination is being investigated under NRDEC-07, NRDEC-10, and 
NRDEC-17. A ROD for limited sediment removal at NRDEC-10 and no action at NRDEC-07 and -17 was signed in 2009. 
Dredging at NRDEC-10 was conducted from May through August 2010.



The installation lies within Zone II of Natick's municipal drinking water supply system, which has the effect of limiting the options 
available for remediating contaminated groundwater.

This area is immediately south and extends southwest of building T-25, which was used to store untreated bulk waste, petroleum,
solvents, antifreeze, and Freon 113 in drums from 1970 until about 1984 when all material was removed from the area. Leakage 
onto the pavement occurred, causing degradation. During excavation, examination of the underlying gravel showed no obvious 
contamination staining. Additionally, this site was identified within the USEPA's hazard ranking score.



Both NRDEC-05 and -07 represent contamination from the T-25 area. Groundwater contamination is addressed under NRDEC-
05. Sediment contamination was addressed under closed site NRDEC-07; however, NRDEC-07 was funded and tracked under 
NRDEC-10.



A soil gas study was performed in and around the surrounding area during 1989, yielding relative soil/gas results for benzene, 
toluene, ethylbenzene, and xylene (BTEX), Freon 11, Freon 113, trichloroethane (TCA), TCE, and tetrachloroethylene (PCE). 
Most of the hits were not in the immediate vicinity where the drums were stored, but further west.



Groundwater contamination has been detected off-post and is in the same aquifer that is used for the municipal water supply. 
This groundwater is within the capture zone of a municipal drinking water well field. This limits options for the application of 
remediation technologies. 



A pump-and-treat system was installed as a pilot in 1998, to control the movement and reduce concentrations within the plume. 
The treatment system is proving effective for reducing concentration at the source area and limiting contaminant migration. For 
example, in the past, MW-15, a monitoring well in the T-25 Area, had TCE detected at a range of 250 - 950 parts per billion 
(ppb). Currently, TCE levels have dropped to non-detect at MW-15B. As of fiscal year (FY)12, contaminant levels have generally 
been reduced by about 90 percent, but are still above MCLs. Both a cooperative agreement (CA) and a final T-25 groundwater 
ROD were signed in September 2001.



The ROD requires the Army to maintain the on-post treatment system, monitor the groundwater and establish institutional 
controls (IC). The CA provided authority for the Army to compensate the town of Natick for a portion of the cost of the off-post 
operation and maintenance of the municipal water treatment system and for establishing and maintaining ICs north of the 
installation.



Three production wells and four monitoring wells were installed in FY03. In FY04 a long-term monitoring plan and an operations 
plan were finalized. To date, this on-post facility has processed over 300 million gallons of water. A performance-based contract 
(PBC) was put into place in September 2005 that covers quarterly monitoring and operation and maintenance of the groundwater 
treatment system. The PBC scope includes the groundwater portions of sites NRDEC-05, -11 and -16.



Based on results of the T-25 area groundwater model update, an in situ optimization study to enhance groundwater treatment in 
the T-25 area commenced in FY06 and was completed in FY10.  One monitoring well was converted to an extraction well to 
improve groundwater containment and cleanup in summer 2011. Final ESD to document remedial system changes and to

The pump-and-treat system will continue to be monitored and operated to ensure proper containment of contaminated 
groundwater in the vicinity of the facility.

NRDEC-11 consists of a volume of groundwater contaminated with TCE, likely associated with releases from Building 2 and/or 
Building 45. Contaminants were originally detected in two private drinking water supply wells approximately 50 feet deep located 
on a peninsula on the south end of the post, exiting into Lake Cochituate. Two 300-gallon-per-minute submersible pumps 
supplied well water to Building No. 63 (Pump House). At Building No. 63, water was chlorinated within a wet well and was pumped
into the distribution system for public consumption at a rate of approximately 100,000 gallons per day. SSC decommissioned the 
system in 1995 as an interim remedial action (IRA) and is currently using the town of Natick water supply.



Contaminants detected at the drinking water wells were TCE, PCE and dichloroethene (DCE), all at levels below MCLs. During 
the investigation, a second TCE groundwater plume was found that is believed to be coming from Buildings 2 and 45, extending to
the lake. Levels in this plume were up to 150 ppb. Building 2 was constructed between 1952 and 1955 to conduct performance 
testing in arctic and tropical climates of food, clothing, equipment, and human response to temperatures, weather, and work 
conditions. TCE and Freon 11 were used within closed systems of the building for climate control.



There are no records of past spills of TCE at Building 2. In 1994, the Army discontinued the use of TCE and Freon 11, and 2,776 
gallons of TCE were removed from the Building 2 climate control system.



In fall 2003, the Army installed 10 additional monitoring wells southeast and southwest of Buildings 2 and 45 to delineate the 
plume.



In September 2005, a PBC was put into place that covers quarterly monitoring and operation and maintenance of the groundwater
treatment system. The PBC scope includes the groundwater portions of sites NRDEC-05, -11 and -16. The feasibility study (FS) 
was completed in spring 2009. Following the demonstration of the capture of the contamination, this site was combined with 
NRDEC-16 as an explanation of significant differences (ESD) amendment for NRDEC-05 (OU-1). Final ESD was issued May 
2013. This action is part of the PBC scope.

NRDEC-16 consists of a volume of groundwater contaminated with PCE, likely associated with releases from Building 22 and/or 
Building 36.  This was identified during the site inspection (SI) of the boiler plant.  Building 22 served from the 1950s to 1989 as 
the hazardous materials issue building. Building 36 us a food laboratory which has grease traps that may have been cleaned with 
PCE.



A remedial investigation (RI) was started in FY00 to delineate the contamination. Soil and sediment samples in the area also show
PCE contamination. The plume (440 feet by 500 feet) now extends from Building 36 to Building 22 and discharges into the lake 
sediments on both sides of the peninsula. Diffusion samplers indicate the presence of PCE in sediment. Groundwater sampling 
results indicate up to 600 ppb of PCE.



Groundwater from this area is extracted and directed to the existing T-25 pump-and-treat system. Future use of enhanced in situ
bioremediation is planned. The FS was submitted to and commented on by the USEPA. It will be finalized after completion of the 
pilot study. An ESD to the groundwater ROD for site NRDEC-05 (OU-1) added sites NRDEC-11 and -16. Final ESD was issued 
May 2013. This site is part of the PBC scope.
